Educated at Scotch College, Australia, Robert A. Wade was introduced to
watercolor at the age of six by his artist father, but is otherwise self-taught with
no formal art training. He worked for forty years in the fields of advertising,
screenprinting, and graphic arts.

Wade has exhibited with most of the world’s major watercolor societies, winning
13 majorawards in England, France, and the United States (including the American
Watercolor Society), as well as 120 awards in Australia. In 1986, he received the
Advance Australia Medal for his contribution to Australian art and, in 2003, was
awarded the Medal of The Order of Australia for his service to watercolor as an
artist, educator, and promoter of Australian artists. He is the author of three
instructional books, over 100 articles for art magazines, and has produced five

films.

5, 2023. Watercolor was very well-
represented this year, as was the growing
number of SCVYWS members. Annie, who
has attended this event multiple times,
and who worked in gouache this year,
said, "l enjoyed seeing so many SCVWS
members participate in the paintout
this year. It took some of the pressure off
having so many friends around."

Forty artists were selected into this juried

Here the tonal values are very well defined, even when looking

at the subject in the normal way.

The first squint - eyes
narrowed down

When you start
SQUINTING the big
shapes become apparent
and the tonal values just
jump out atyou.lsn'titso
much easier to see your
lights and darks this way?

The second squint - with
eyes almost shut

This is what you see with
your eyes almost closed.
An abstract monotone
pattern has emerged
and the whole scene is
reduced to its simplest
form.

The more you can simplify the subject, the easier it becomes to paint.

The simpler your rendering becomes, the easier it is for the viewers to
interpret your reaction and feelings. This example has been reduced to
about two values, but look how well they work to tell the story.

The color value sketch

The next step is to make a small value sketch using the
information your squinted eyes give you. It doesn't have to
be a big production — | completed this sketch in about five
minutes.

squinting process and have observed the VALUE PATTERN!
DO NOT PRODUCE A FINISHED PAINTING AT THIS STAGE!
This is only your blueprint for success, it must be simple.

The finished study

From all the observations, plus a tonal value sketch, we now
have a pretty good idea of where we are going. We know
where the lights and darks are and we have a feeling for the
old barn. | had previously given this 10" x 6" piece of paper
an overall wash to tint the background. Then, with only a #12
brush, and without pencil drawing of any kind, | completed
this study in just five minutes.
