Ng Woon Lam is a member of the National Watercolor Society 
(NWS) and the American Watercolor Society (AWS). He learned from 
Singapore Master Watercolor Artist Gog Sing Hooi who was the 
founding president of Singapore Watercolor Society, and Associate 
Professor Emeritus Cheng-Khee Chee (University of Minnesota at 
Duluth), Associate Professor Don Southard and Professor Susanna 
Coffey at The School of the Art Institute of Chicago, and Professor 
Edward Schmidt at New York Academy of Art.
His painting style carries Chinese calligraphic strokes showing 
strong influence from his teacher Gog Sing Hooi. His philosophy 
of imagemaking is derived from Taiji philosophy. He is constantly 
searching for balance and harmony in the dynamic imagemaking 
process. This is similar to the fundamental building of Chinese 
Painting. His journal related to Chinese and Western calligraphic 
brushwork was published in 2016. He has been a tenured Associate 
Professor at the School of Art, Design and Media, Nanyang 
Technological University, Singapore, since 2019. His journals and 
publications can be found at Google Scholar.  See the last page in this

The main goal of this workshop is to open your 
creative soul and come away with the knowledge and 
freedom that will allow your artistic voice to become 
more evident in all of your work.  During this course, 
you'll discover ways to use acrylics, stencils, stamps, 
collage, the gel plate, a variety of ephemera, texture, 
watercolor, and more. You'll leave your inhibitions and 
hesitations at the classroom door and literally learn to 
relax and have more fun with your art!

Grigsby's first love is watercolor and her paintings 
with this sensually fluid, transparent medium are more 
representational and tend to have an identifiable 

subject. In 2002, she entered the world of 
abstracts with acrylic and mixed media and 
pointedly keeps these works loose & layered.. 
Regardless of the medium or style, she wants 
her work to catch the viewer’s eye and invite 
them to visually and emotionally participate 
from their own point of view.  Her work has 
been published in Northlight Books’ "Splash 
11: New Directions" (June, 2010) and she 
has been a contributing artist/writer to 
"Watercolor Artist" magazine. She currently 
lives in Birch Bay, WA, and teaches workshops 
in the Pacific Northwest and Canada.

Washroom facilities on site.

Directions: From Hwy 85, exit at Saratoga Avenue, and 
drive south 1.8 miles to downtown Saratoga. Turn left 
at light onto Hwy 9 / Saratoga - Los Gatos Road. Drive 
1/3 mile and turn right onto Montalvo Road. Continue 
approximately 1 mile to Montalvo grounds. Drive past Lot 
#1 and park in any of the lots closer to the villa.  
Please note that some web-based mapping services may 
direct you to turn onto Mendelsohn from Hwy 9. Do not use 
these directions; they will lead you to the Exit Gate which is 
one-way the wrong way. The Main Gate is accessible from 
Montalvo Road only.

Hike and Sketch at 
Russian Ridge Open Space Preserve
map

At the Russian Ridge Open Space Preserve, hikers will see 
a range of landscapes including ridge vistas, expansive 
meadows and wildflowers. Hikers will meet at the Russian 
parking lot. Those who wish sit and paint in one location 
can set up at the David C. Daniels Nature Center on Alpine 
Pond, a short walk from the parking lot via the tunnel 
under Alpine Rd. Hikers will take the Ridge Trail stopping 
to sketch along the way. We plan to return to the parking 
area between 12:30 am to 1 pm via the same route.   

Washroom facilities at the parking lot. Pack light, bring sun 
protection, a portable stool, and a snack. Dress in layers 
because it could be much cooler at the top of the ridge 
than down in the valley.

Directions to Russian Ridge Parking Lot:  Drive south (up 
the hill) on Page Mill Rd until it intersects with Skyline Blvd 
at the top of the ridge.  Continue across Skyline, drive only 
a few yards, and turn right into the Russian Ridge parking 
lot.  Hikers meet at the parking lot at 10 to 10:15 am.
